‘Looking for a challenge?’: A display to promote and encourage volunteers for an overseas charity. Name the charity. Fresh flowers and foliage to predominate. Accessories may be included. Space allowed 76cm wide x 76cm deep. Maximum height 150cm. 

1st prize £25; 2nd £20: 3rd £15. No entry fee

Regulations: very important – all classes
All entry forms should be returned to the show office by Friday 13 August 2010.
Each exhibitor is allowed a maximum of four entries in section A, but only one entry per class. An empty niche spoils any show, so please do not enter for more classes than can be attempted. If you have entered but are unable to exhibit, please inform the show office as soon as possible. If a card confirming your entry has not been received within 14 days, please contact the show office.

Staging may commence from14.00 on Thursday 16 September. All exhibits to be staged by 06.00 on the first day of the show, Friday 17 September, at which time all competitors must leave the marquee.

Exhibits must be arranged by the competitor in the marquee unless otherwise stated in the schedule and it is advisable to fix moveable objects firmly to the show bench. All measurements are approximate.

All arrangements will be judged from the front unless otherwise stated in the schedule.

All drapes and backgrounds must be supported independently on stands to be provided by the exhibitor. Natural plant material must predominate over drapes and accessories.

IMPORTANT: The use of aerosol sprays is not permitted in the marquee.

No artificial plant material may be used.

Classes A1 - A7 will be judged in accordance with the new NAFAS Competitions Manual (Yellow Book) It is strongly recommended that all competitors staging flower arrangements refer to the new NAFAS manual.

Please note: North of England Horticultural Society rules take precedent over NAFAS rules.

Would all exhibitors please leave judges’ comment cards on their exhibits until the close of the show.

Competitors must not remove exhibits before the show closes at 17.30. A whistle will be blown to indicate when dismantling can commence which may be prior to 17.30 if all visitors have left the flower arrangement and floristry section. 

All exhibitors must have their exhibitor’s badge and confirmation card when collecting their arrangements and any prize monies. Prize monies can be collected from the table near the entrance to the flower arrangement section.

The organisers reserve the right to regulate the number of entries in any class.

Please note: containers and accessories should be insured by the exhibitor.

Careful arrangements are made for the protection of all exhibits, but the Society will not in any case hold itself responsible for the loss of any exhibit or accessory, or any damage they may sustain on their way to, from, or during the show.

All objections or complaints must be made in writing and signed and handed to the Show Director not later than 16.00 on the first day of the show. The objector must deposit the sum of £5 which will be returned if the objection is sustained.

Exhibitors winning the Perpetual Challenge Trophies shall, at the time of receiving the trophy, sign a receipt for the same and an undertaking to return them to the Society not later than three weeks before the date of the next autumn show.
